Add the numbers in the diagonals and carry if needed.

Keep the 
frame to 
help you 

stay 
organized.
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Write the multiplication 
tables on the bones. Write 

the tens digit above
 the diagonal and ones 

digit below the diagonal, 
as shown. Then follow the 

steps on the info sheet.
